Minutes

Tenney Lapham Neighborhood Association Council Meeting

January 9, 2008

1. 7:05 Call to order.

2. Introductions were made.  Welcome to Jamie and Stephanie.

3. Minutes of October and December approved with one abstention (Diane). 

4. Alder report

a. Pat reported that Brenda could not be present tonight because of a conflicting meeting. 

b. Neighborhood plan update

i. Our plan will go back to the Planning Commission on Jan. 28th 

ii. The BUILD plan will go at the same time.

iii. A Planning Commission subcommittee has worked to reconcile our plan and the BUILD and have changed the maximum heights in the BUILD plan (on 3 blocks) to be 8 with an option of 10 for special consideration (as opposed to the original BUILD plan for 10 to 12 stories).  

iv. Pat will send an email to us if he finds out that neighborhood presence at the Jan. 28th meeting would be helpful.

5. Possible new club on E. Washington (Out Night Club)

a. A few weeks ago Kristi Mortenson telephoned Pat and left a message asking TLNA to write a letter of support for their appearance at ALRC.  Pat twice tried to return her call and she didn’t call back.

b. When Mortenson appeared before TLNA several months ago to discuss ideas for the club, the response was positive. 

c. Gay moved and Diane seconded sending a letter of support to ALRC.

d. Discussion ensued regarding the proposed capacity of the club relative to the amount of available parking, zoning issues (would a CUP be required?), whether another group might want the property, and allowable alcohol density and other ALRC-related issues.

e. The motion was unanimously defeated.

f. Pat will contact Mortenson and ask that she come to another TLNA meeting to address the concerns that have been raised, and Cheryl will gather information on alcohol density.

6. Committee reports and ideas for this year’s budget

a. Housing – Diane Milligan

i. City historic designation

1. There will be several neighborhood walk-throughs so that the committee can determine what the appropriate criteria would be. 

2. Goal is to complete the process before Kitty Rankin retires

3. They will work first on the Fourth Lake Ridge District and the move on to the Sherman District.

ii. Pat reminded the Council that last year the Housing committee created the Developer Protocol which was an important accomplishment. 

b. Education -- Carole gave a recap last year’s events: no schools were closed, budgets were very constrained, alternative programs were moved from the Brearly location, both schools have new Principals, there is search for a new superintendent, the PTG has a new website, and enrollment projections for the next 5 years are flat. 

c. Issues at the intersection of housing and education

i. The neighborhood needs affordable housing for families, but available houses are typically former student rentals that are quite run down and yet have a very high price tag (reflective of their value as rental property as opposed to owner-occupied property). 

ii. Cheryl believes that multiple neighborhoods facing this problem need to lobby the city to initiate programs to support a shift to family oriented ownership

iii. Sandy mentioned that neighbor Frank Emspak has expressed an interest in working on this problem after he retires in the next few months.

iv. Carole will talk to School Board members and suggest a meeting with the Mayor to talk about possible programs. 

v. Pat will invite Michael Matty who purchased the Kozak properties to a future meeting.

d. Community Service – Cheryl is thinking of having a regular column in the Newsletter to feature available services.  Susan suggested having a concomitant column that lists community needs. 

e. Parks – Jim

i. James Madison $200,000 in city money has been budgeted for this park and we need to refresh our “wish list.”  Several people mentioned the desire to get rid of the silos.

ii. The Yahara parkway and Tenny Park have had excellent volunteer attention with many new plantings and work to remove non-native species.

iii. Plans for the new Tenney Park Shelter are coming along under Mary Lang Sollinger’s lead.

iv. Budget issue – Jim will come back next month with a request for money for plantings and for a relocation of the martin house 

v. Earth Day will be in April.  Jim will be gone and will need others to take the lead for the clean-ups in Tenney and James Madison.

f. Transportation – Tim

i. Our neighborhood’s segment of the East Wash reconstruction is complete

ii. Tim is working with Ed Jepsen to encourage marathons to use the Yahara parkway.

iii. Tim and Cheryl are planning a pedestrian safety day in Tenney Park, including a parade and an appearance by Med Flight.

g. Special Projects – Susan 

i. Susan’s Girl Scout group worked on the Adopt-a-Block litter campaign by making T shirts and posters

ii. The monument for Tenney Park.  Next needed step is for Susan to go to Pulman and ask them to create a design that we can present to the city.  There was consensus that she should proceed with this step. 

iii. There was a brief discussion of the new unsightly County Park sign that has been placed at the locks.  This problem was mentioned to B. Vedder at last month’s meeting and it is not known if she has begun inquiries with the County about this matter.

h. Safety – Richard Friehoefer

i. Richard suggested getting a map that describes the location of services such as homeless shelters.  Sandy noted that a map was created several years ago by Sal and Jim but likely needs to be updated.

ii. Congratulations to Richard on the birth of son Boone.

7. By-law changes – Sandy distributed a list of technical/typo corrections to the By-Laws.  Tim moved and several seconded acceptance.  All in favor.  Sandy will call Richard Linster to ask his opinion as to whether these corrections need to be accompanied by a date in the text indicating when the corrections were made.  See attachment at the end of these minutes. 

8. Area B representative.  Pat noted that the Bob has taken over the Area B duties.  XX moved and xx seconded appointing Bob to be the Area B representative.  All in favor.

9. Police Report -- Tim Radke could not attend tonight’s meeting because he is recovering from surgery.  Best wishes to Tim for a speedy recovery.

At all Neighborhood Council and committee meetings, seven (7) of the eligible members shall constitute a quorum; at the Annual Meetings, ten percent (10%) shall constitute a quorum; all other general membership meetings, ten percent (10%) of the eligible members shall constitute a quorum.
