February 4, 2009

1. 7:10 Call to order.  Introductions were made.  
2. January Council minutes approved unanimously. Thank you Richard Linster. 
3. MPD Liaison report.  Officer Brian Chaney (prefers to be called Brian).
a. The TEST team now has AM and PM shifts.  Brian is the CPT liaison to the TEST team. bchaney@cityofmadison.com.

b. Jan 29th speed wave on E. Johnson at Marston yielded 16 citations in 1.5 hours for driving more than 15 mph over the speed limit. 

c. Car and home break-ins can be deterred if you KEEP YOUR DOORS AND WINDOWS LOCKED.
d. Joe Brogan asked about citizen use of pepper spray (mace).  Brian stated that his friends carry it.  If you carry it, be sure to have the lawful potency (which varies from state to state); use of a higher potency is a felony.
4. The Alder Candidates’ Forum has been advertised widely by Richard with notices delivered to homes and placed on light poles and by articles in the WSJ, Cap Times and Isthmus.  Forum is Thurs. Feb. 5th from 7 to 9 at Lapham School.
5. Kim from The Skin Care Source (845 E. Johnson) introduced herself and her business.

6. Housing Committee – the RPG (Matty) and Stonehouse (Arnesen) project on 600 block of E. Johnson.  Diane and Pat described the evolution of the plan and circulated sketches.
a. The new proposal has fewer units and fewer efficiency units.  

b. Stonehouse will submit an application to the City to use Section 42 tax credits to build the structures on Johnson and Blair.  

c. Communication issue.  Mr. Matty has been the go-between between the neighborhood and the city.  It was felt that it is imperative that all parties speak directly. The Sounding Board and Brenda met with the City.  The city is very committed to backing adopted neighborhood and city plans.  

d. Excellent discussion of the pros and cons of the new proposal ensued.
e. On Monday 3/2 there will be an open neighborhood meeting at Lapham School so that the Council can get wide input on this issue.

f. On Wed 3/4 the Council will decide on recommendations to make to the city.  
7. Budget 2009.  We examined the spending plan proposed by Pat (based on recommendations from Committee Chairs), made modifications and unanimously approved it.  See attached. 

8. Alder Report – Brenda. There has been no movement on the James Madison Park houses.   Hanah Jon Taylor is interested in turning the Collins house into a youth-oriented art and music center.  He will be invited to attend a future meeting to discuss this matter.
