4. Report of Officer Tom Radke – There have been a rash of burglaries with Mildred's, Sophia's, Drunken Butterfly, and Studio 924 suffering break-ins. Fordem Avenue has been generating many calls. Tim distributed printed information concerning calls for service to the police. Workshops are given for small business owners with strategies to avoid incidents. Speedway has been operating on East Johnson Street.

5. TLC Board – Resignation of Rob Latousek as of February 29. Future agenda item to discuss further and obtain replacement.

6. Supreme Water Sports at James Madison Park – Thomas Murphy presented. Tom has twelve years of experience and will operate for six months, May to October. He will use two boats. His youth camp involving up to 100 children will offer water skiing and emphasize safety. The program should provide good marketing of the lakes. His use was approved by Parks commission on Feb. 13. His trial period commences this spring. Council approved trial by motion of Shaw/Waugh, 8 ayes, 1 nay (Davidson-Zielske).

7. Alder Report – Ald. Konkel presented. Brenda commended Captain Schauf and Officer Radke. On the issue of James Madison Park Committee she expressed frustration with no information being available. With the $200,000 available, a joint meeting is needed and we need to push on this. Kudos for work on neighborhood plan/build were offered. There were questions/discussions on a number of subjects including bus wrapping, Historic District, Renaissance Property Group, Gary Tipler's walking history, Tenney Park encroachment and winter towing.
