1. 7:03 Call to order.  Introductions were made.  
2. February Council minutes approved unanimously. 
3. MPD Liaison report.  Brian Chaney.
a. A recent TEST team speed wave on 1400 block of Johnson resulted in 47 citations in 1.5 hours.

b. There was a domestic disturbance in the 1100 block of Sherman that involved a firearm (not fired).  An arrest has been made.  Brian gave this update because several neighbors had called asking why all the police vehicles had come that to block. 

c. Bob Shaw asked about an incident in which oil was poured on a car.  Brian said that no one had called about this matter.  Bob will tell those involved to call Brian. 

d. No official count yet, but it appears that burglaries are down to 3 this past month.  KEEP YOUR DOORS AND WINDOWS LOCKED.
4. Education Chair replacement.  Lisa Hoon cannot be the chair because she can’t come to Wed. pm meetings.  Richard nominated Adam Walsh to take her place.  Joe Brogan seconded.  All in favor.  Thank you Adam. 
5. Garver Feed Mill Referendum.  TR Loon spoke about the upcoming referendum (May7th ballot) to allow Commonwealth to proceed with a plan to create an arts incubator in the old Garver Feed mill.  The building is considered to be on a shoreline and therefore the referendum is required.  No Madison tax payer dollars will be used.  TR circulated a sheet for people to sign up to have a “VOTE YES” yard sign. Many people signed it. 
6. 600 E. Johnson Project.
a.  Stone House (Bradbury and Arnesen present to answer questions). 

b. R. Linster gave a brief review of the progress of the plan and made the following motion:  The TLNA Council conditionally determines that the redevelopment proposal by Stone House Development as submitted to the city on 2/18/09 has sufficient merit to be considered for an exception to the criteria for this block contained in the Tenney Lapham Neighborhood Plan.  The design as proposed still has short-comings in the areas of density, overall mass, and proximity to rear lot lines.  We ask the UDC and Plan Commission to pursue improvements that would achieve reductions in these areas before approval of an exception. Jim Wright seconded.  

c. Extensive discussion ensued about the resolution.

d. Brenda has spoken to city staff about how to do an exception process and is ready to move with this if it is desired. 

e. Friendly amendments to insert the words “significant” and “meaningful” before the word “reductions” were not accepted.

f. Vote:  14 in favor, 2 opposed, 0 abstentions.  

g. Steering Committee to continue working with Stone House on reductions called for in the resolution will include: Diane Milligan, Richard Linster, Bob Shaw, David Waugh, Joe Lusson, Tim Olsen, Pat McDonnell, Jim Roper, and Jim Sturm.

7. Clarification regarding RPG versus Stone House.  They are separate corporations.  Stone House has offered to purchase 1 acre from Matty (RPG).  RPG and Stone House partner in the General Development Plan.  Stone House will go in separately on the SIP. 

8. Alder Report – Brenda. Parking map.  Committee led by Tim will address street parking after Stone House Committee is done with its work. 
9. Parks – Earth Day is April 18th (Saturday).  Contact Jim Sturm to volunteer.
