1. 7:02 Call to order.  Introductions were made.  
2. March Council minutes approved unanimously after corrections. 
3. Motion to thank Brenda Konkel offered by S. Ward.  Given Brenda Konkel’s 8 years of service to the Tenney Lapham neighborhood in her capacity as Alder, given her many successes in advocating for Tenney Lapham residents and projects, and given her expert guidance in accomplishing Tenney Lapham Neighborhood Association goals, the Tenney Lapham Neighborhood Council hereby extends our deepest gratitude for a job exceedingly well done.  Several seconds were offered.  Passed unanimously. 

4. MPD Liaison report.  Brian Chaney.  Brian’s cell number is 209-7817.
a. A TEST team on East Johnson St. of 8 officers on 3/26 between 8:45 and 1:00 issued 83 citations.

b. Brian circulated a sign-up sheet for those who will allow police cars to park in their driveway to conduct traffic enforcement.

c. On the 100 block of N. Ingersoll 200 grams of cocaine were confiscated as part of an investigation that began with a citizen reporting suspicious behavior at the house in question.  Call Brian if you see suspicious behavior. 
d. Car burglaries have escalated; culprits are smashing windows to get at valuables.  Do not keep valuables in your car.  Suspects are being watched and decoy cars have been parked in the neighborhood. 
e. Pedestrian safety will be receiving increased attention in the near future. 

5. Education.  Adam Walsh.
a. Job Shadow Program.  Contact Adam if you would allow a student to shadow you at work for a day.
i. Adopt-a-School.  Adam wishes the TLNA Council to consider adopting Lapham School.  Adopting schools is done under the guidance of the Foundation for Madison's Public Schools. Adoption is a formal agreement between the school and the adopting entity to provide volunteers and/or resources for the school.  Adoption does not require the neighborhood to spend any funds or participate in projects in which it has no interest. ii. He circulated a survey depicting the kinds of activities that adoption would entail and asked for our feedback before sending it out to the list serve.  He will let us know the results of the survey (how much enthusiasm there is for the activities listed) and at that time ask if the Council would vote to adopt the school.    
6. James Madison Park Supreme Water Sports.  Tom Murphy.

a. Tom would like to expand his business to include private parties on the garden veranda (the top of the bath house).  

b. His proposal would include: food service, beer and wine, security at the perimeters, fencing around the area, non-amplified music, and parties would end no later than 9:30 to allow ½ hour of staff clean-up time before full closing at 10pm.

c. Discussion ensued.

d. Jim Sturm moved that the TLNA support the concept of Tom using the veranda for private parties.  Sandy seconded and added the friendly amendment that there will be a careful evaluation of this endeavor at the end of the summer.  All in favor.  

e. Pat will send a support letter to the Parks Department.  

7. 600 E. Johnson Project.  Stone House and RPG. 

a. Richard Linster offered a motion, seconded by Alan Crossley, to defer voting on the project in order to allow all members to vote either at a special meeting or by email.  Discussion ensued.  All in favor.  

b. The city process for considering the project has the following time line:  April 20th Landmarks Commission, April 22nd Urban Design Commission, May 4th Plan Commission.  Note that the new alder is installed on April 21st. 

c. It was agreed by consensus that voting on the project will be completed before the April 20th meeting that Stone House has with the Landmarks Commission.

d. The merits and problems in the current proposal were discussed for the next hour.

e. The draft for the motion that will be voted on at the special meeting and by email is:  The TLNA Council determines that the redevelopment proposal by Stone House Development as submitted to the city on xx/xx/xx has sufficient merit to be considered for an exception to the criteria for this block contained in the Tenney Lapham Neighborhood Plan.
8. Tenney Park Shelter update.  Garrison Keillor will be doing a benefit at the Overture Center on May 6th to commemorate his recently deceased brother and to raise funds for the new shelter.  Tickets will soon go on sale.

9. Welcome Bridget Maniaci Alder-elect.  Bridget passed a note book around the table so that those who wish to meet with her could sign up.
