Minutes

Tenney-Lapham Neighborhood Association Council Meeting

April 21, 2010

1. Call to Order at 7:05

2. Approval of  March Minutes - available at http://www.danenet.org/tlna/minutes.html . Approved unanimously.

3. Bob moved to nominate Marina as the new vice-president.  Patrick made a second.  Approved unanimously.

4. Neighborhood Officer Brian Chaney's Police Report – Thirty tires in the neighborhood were slashed. There are no leads.  There have been a few burglaries in the neighborhood.  He would like to see the neighborhood institute a late-night dog walk to keep an eye on things.  It could go from dusk until maybe 11; the busy streets of E. Johnson and E.  Gorham aren't as crucial for this as the adjacent quieter streets.  Marina will contact safety chair Richard Freihoefer regarding this.  Safe Communities is sponsoring a Slow Down Week next week.  He has requested a speed sign – probably first for the 1100 block of E. Johnson and then for the 500-700 blocks of E. Gorham.  

5. Burke O'Neal from Full Spectrum Solar and Jim Glueck of Glueck Architects presented Full Spectrum's plan to purchase a property at 1240 E. Washington Street.  Burke and his brother Mark founded the company in 2002.  It is currently located at 100 S.  Baldwin Street in the Madison Enterprise Center.  They have an accepted offer for the E. Washington site.  They submitted a conditional use permit earlier today with the city.  The site needs landscaping and a tall solid fence in the back.  They currently have twelve employees; 75% of their work is commercial and 25% residential.  A motion was made by Patrick that we approve this project on acceptance of their conditional use permit.  David Wallner seconded it.  Approved unanimously. .

6.  Budget Discussion – Marina said that one of the things she likes about the new budget proposal is that it should energize new members by showing what their dues go for.  Joe Brogan made a motion to spend $2000 of the $4000 going to the schools to sponsor four soccer games (two each for the boys and girls teams) at Breese Stevens.  Joe Lusson made a second.  David Wallner likes the motion and said that the Parks Commission said they cannot waive fees for use of Breese.  He said that the money could be used as leverage in discussions with the school board about funding East High games at Breese.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Patrick then moved adoption of the entire TLNA budget and David made a second.  Alan Crossley said that he liked the funding for the soccer games in this year's budget but he viewed this as a one-time occurrence and that future donations should be used to support other programs in the schools.  Joe Brogan said that he felt that having the money for the soccer games makes TLNA's presence felt more than it has in the past.  Question arose about whether the $1000 funding for O'Keeffe and $1000 funding for Lapham/Marquette should be used for the endowment or for immediate needs.  A friendly amendment was made that it be given for immediate needs.  Alan said that if he got a kitchen certification, TLNA could use Christ Presbyterian's kitchen for social events.  The certification process costs $160.  Another friendly amendment was made to include that in the budget.  $100 was also put in for garden plantings.  The budget motion along with the two friendly amendments passed unanimously.

7. Dues – David made a motion to double the dues.  Alan would rather go slow on this and spend time devising a budget and dues process.  David withdrew his motion.  Alan made a motion to form a subcommittee to develop a membership/dues plan to take effect in 2011.  Gay seconded the motion.  Alyssa, Alan, and Marina volunteered to be on the subcommittee and Ruth Smith, membership chair, will be contacted also. Approved unanimously.

8. Alder's Report – Bridget said the E. Johnson Street business group got their $7,000 grant.  The planters will have to be redesigned since the city did not like wood planters.  The goal is to have them in place by August 7, the date of the neighborhood party.  The 56's are interested in alcohol sales at their games in Breese this summer; Bridget said neither the 56's nor the city have done their legwork in getting this set up.  A landscape architect intern is working on Breese Stevens landscaping.  She said the city thinks removing the silos at James Madison is a low priority for the city so she is thinking of having them covered with an art project, ala Banksy, a British street artist.  The landlord of the house at 937 E. Johnson Street received a notice of it being a public nuisance; police made a raid and it was being used as a drug house; arrests were  made.  Bridget said it looks like remodeling the current library will be the best viable option.  The Edgewater process has been slow for a while but is now picking up again; it should go to the Board of Estimates in May.  Yahara Station – Council wants the airport out of consideration as one of the sites.  Bridget is still working on a new noise ordinance for the city.  Greyhound – Bridget said that Greyhound officials were clueless  the last few weeks.

9. Miscellaneous – Tim thanked Joe Lusson for his work on the parking issues surrounding City Row development.  Tim said future events are Ducks on the River on May 15 and two Ride-the-Drive bicycle events on June 6 and August 29.  FYRP is sponsoring an earth day planting and cleanup on April 24 from 9-noon; everyone is welcome.

9. Motion to adjourn at 9:05 made by David Wallner and seconded by Jim Roper.
