1. 7:15 Call to order.

2. Minutes of October meeting were not reviewed due to a lack of a quorum. 

3. Supervisor report (Vedder)

a. Barbara apologized for missing TLNA meetings, but this situation is due to a conflict with another standing committee. 

b. Barbara can be contacted any time for things of concern to us, but the topics that the County handles that are most likely to be relevant to us are 

i. Human service issues

ii. Lakes and watershed

iii. County jail. 

c. Water issues (See the website at danewaters.com)

i. Eurasian Water Millefoill (EWM) is in the Tenney lagoon where it is on the decrease but still a problem and in Lake Mendota where the situation is improving more rapidly.

ii. There was a recent article about water friendly gifts to give, such as Kayak rental gift certificates and rain barrels. 

iii. The county budget includes money to improve water quality.  It will be used to update water management models. 

iv. Dane County is not on the DNR impaired water quality list.  

d. Questions to Barbara

i. Sandy asked if Barbara would look into the unsightly signage that has appeared at the Tenney locks replacing the lovely old “Riparian” sign that had been there.

ii. Pat asked for buoys to make the 200 yard rule for no wake on Lake Mendota.  

e. Barbara reported on the Dane County jail situation

i. The ratio of Caucasian to African Americans in the jail is 1:97.

ii. Barbara would like to encourage programs to help at-risk groups avoid jail.

iii. The Criminal Justice Audit has suggested ways to save money, including saving $3 million by using community monitoring instead of jail for non-violent offenders who have committed minor crimes.  About 50 people are currently on the program and it may go up to 200.
